 Amend the City of Yuma Zoning Code, Title 15, Chapter154-004 to revise the definition of a small day care by
changing text referencing "six" to "five". Amend the City of Yuma Zoning Code, Title 15, Chapter 154,
Sections: 004, 039(E), 054(C), 069 (A), 084(A), 099 (D), 113 (D), 143 (C), 158 (C), and 172 (F) to revise the
definition of a large day care by changing text referencing "seven" to "six". (Z2008-008)

On June 23, 2008, the Planning and Zoning Commission voted to recommend APPROVAL (6-0) of the text
amendment to revise the definition of “child day care services, small” changing text referencing “six” to “five”
and to revise the definition of “child day care services, large” changing text referencing “seven” to “six”. The
amendment will provide a consistent definition of small and large day cares with the City of Yuma Fire
Department and Building Safety.

WHEREAS, due and proper notice of the public hearings were given in the time, form, substance and manner 
as provided by law, including publication of such notice in The Sun on May 24, 2008, and June 21, 2008; and,

development trends and opportunities; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the proposed General Plan Amendment meets the goals and objectives of the General Plan, and 
retains an adequate mixture and balances of land uses. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Yuma, Arizona that Resolution 
R2002-34, the City of Yuma 2002 General Plan, be amended to change the land use designation of 
approximately 4.86 acres of property from Medium Density Residential to Mixed Use, as described in Exhibit 
A, attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.
